Which planets arein the inner Solar System?

The inner solar system contains the Sun,Mercury,Venus,Earth and Mars: The main asteroid belt (not shown)
lies between the orbits of Mars and Jupiter. The planets of the outer solar system are Jupiter,Saturn,Uranus,and
Neptune (Pluto is now classified as a dwarf planet): The first thing to notice is that the solar system is mostly
empty space.

How many dwarf planets are there?

There are fiveofficially recognized dwarf planets in our solar system: Ceres,Pluto,Haumea,Makemake,and
Eris.

In addition to the planets,our solar system also includes dwarf planets,moons,asteroids,comets,and meteoroids.
Our planetary system is the only official solar system in the Universebut astronomers continue to find
thousands of other stars with planets orbiting them in our galaxy.

The sun is the largest object in the solar system. In fact, it accounts for 99% of the solar systems' mass.
Astronomers estimate that the solar system is more than 4.5 billion years old. Here is a rundown on the 9
planets of the solar system:

Until the 1990s, scientists only knew of planets in our own Solar System and at that point accepted there were
nine planets. As telescope technology improved, however, two things happened.
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Solar System Formation. The solar system islocated in one of the spiral arms of the Milky Way galaxy. It was
born about 4.5 billion years ago when a cloud of interstellar gas and dust collapsed. Most of the material was
pulled toward a central point: nearly all of the solar system™s mass--99.8%--is in the Sun.

The solar system consists of the Sun which is an average star in
the Milky Way Galaxy & we have bodies orbiting around it: 8 (formerly 9) planets with certain known
planetary satellites (moons); countless asteroids, some of which have their own satellites; comets & other icy
bodies; & vast reaches of highly tenuousgas & ...

The main reason for the planets to vary their distance is due to elliptical orbits. No planet in our Solar System
orbits the sun in a perfect circle which means that the distance between planets is never the same. For this
reason, to calculate the distance, we use the average to measure how far planets are from one another.
