Our solar system includes the Sun,eight planetsfive officidly named dwarf planets,and hundreds of
moons,and thousands of asteroids and comets. Our solar system is located in the Milky Way,a barred spiral
galaxy with two major arms,and two minor arms.

How do planetary systems come to be?
The layout of our solar systemprovided the first clues for how planetary systems come to be. All of the planets
circle the Sun in the same direction,and their orbits al lie in nearly the same plane.

Which planets are in the inner Solar System?

The inner solar system contains the Sun,Mercury,Venus,Earth and Mars. The main asteroid belt (not shown)
lies between the orbits of Mars and Jupiter. The planets of the outer solar system are Jupiter,Saturn,Uranus,and
Neptune (Pluto is now classified as a dwarf planet): The first thing to notice is that the solar system is mostly
empty space.
