Mars is the fourth planet from the Sun,
orbiting at an average distance of 141.6 million miles (227.9 million kilometers).

Solar System Formation. The solar system islocated in one of the spiral arms of the Milky Way galaxy. It was
born about 4.5 billion years ago when a cloud of interstellar gas and dust collapsed.
