It''s tiny with a radius of only 2,440 km making it the smallest planet in the solar system. If you combined

about 18 Mercury-sized planets, it would be the equivalent size to Earth. Mercury has a comet-like tail that

extends as far as 2.5 million kilometers long. Scientists have figured out that it''s sodium sputtering from its

surface.
