Are Ryobi batteries toxic?

What are the different types of Ryobi batteries?

Ryobi produces various types of batteries,including lithium-ion (Li-ion),nickel-cadmium (NiCd),and
nickel-metal hydride (NiMH)batteries. Each type requires specific handling and recycling methods. To
identify the type of Ryobi battery you have,look for markings or labels on the battery itself.

Learn about infrastructure investments to improve the nation"s battery recycling programs. EPA released a
report analyzing the impacts of end-of-life lithium-ion batteries, generally from consumer devices (e.g., cell
phones, tablets, vacuums, etc.), going into the municipal solid waste management process.

Alkaline batteries such as D, C, AA, AAA and 9-volt can be disposed of in your regular trash. Make sure to
prevent any firerisk by taping 9-volt terminals before tossing. NiCd batteries containing lead must be properly
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recycled to prevent environmental hazards. Consider bringing old batteries to a local battery recycling
drop-off.
