3 Natural gas and coal are the second and third

most widely used sources of energy, followed by wind power. As such, solar takes a back seat in terms of

energy production.

 

How many MWh does solar generate in Oregon?

In 2020,utility-scale,commercial,and residential solar generated approximately 1,077,900 MWhor 2.89 percent

of all electricity generated in Oregon. From 2012 to 2020,solar generation in Oregon increased from 6,400

megawatt-hours to over 1 million MWh.

 

Is Oregon a solar-friendly state?

Oregon is considered quite solar-friendly,in large part because the state and federal governments provide solar

customers with many solar incentives. One of the most substantial incentives is the federal solar tax credit

(ITC),which is a credit to your federal income tax liability for a massive 26% of your total system expense.

Oregon has many different

biomes, and the climate in each will affect the number of solar panels you need. In sunny Eastern Oregon,

solar panels will produce significantly more energy per year than they will in the Cascades or Coast Range.

Solar Irradiance: Oregon''s solar irradiance, a measure of how much solar power is delivered at a particular

location, is higher than the national average. Even in the cloudier regions, the levels of solar irradiance are

quite adequate for solar energy production.

SELP is an Oregon-based solar energy financing program created by a ballot referendum. Loans take the form

of small bonds at zero interest. Any Oregon resident, business owner, school district, local government, or

state agency may receive bonds of $20,000 - $20 million. Up to 2% in fees may apply during the repayment

process.

There are a variety of tax credits and incentives at the federal, state and local levels to make solar panel

installation more affordable for residents in Oregon. For starters, every resident who purchases solar panels

will qualify for the federal residential clean energy credit.

Most of Oregon''s wind generation capacity comes mainly from large-scale wind projects that supply power

directly to the electric grid. As of October 1, 2020, there are 46 existing wind farms and four state

jurisdictional facilities under construction in Oregon totaling an additional 894 MW, with an additional 550

MW of wind projects approved ...
