What are the largest stars in the world?

Below are lists of the largest stars currently known,ordered by radius and separated into categories by galaxy.

The unit of measurement used is the radius of the Sun (approximately 695,700 km; 432,300 mi).  The Sun,the

orbit of Earth,Jupiter,and Neptune,compared to four stars. (Pistol Star,Rho Cassiopeiae,Betelgeuse,and VY

What is the biggest star in the universe?

The biggest star in the universe is UY Scuti,a red supergiant star that is estimated to be over 1,700 times larger

than our Sun. It is located in the constellation Scutum and has a diameter of approximately 2.4 billion

kilometers. UY Scuti's size is due to its massive core,rapid expansion,and short lifespan.

 

Which star has the largest radius?

The Sun,the orbit of Earth,Jupiter,and Neptune,compared to four stars. (Pistol Star,Rho

Cassiopeiae,Betelgeuse,and VY Canis Majoris) Although red supergiantsare often considered the largest

stars,some other star types have been found to temporarily increase significantly in radius,such as during LBV

eruptions or luminous red novae.

What is the most massive star in the sky?

At the top end of the scale,the most massive known star in the sky is R136a1,a star more than 300 times as

massive as our sun. And it's not alone in dwarfing Earth's dominant star. RMC 136a1,usually abbreviated as

R136a1,lies about 163,000 light-years from Earth in the Tarantula Nebula.

 

What is the brightest star in the universe?

The title of the brightest star in the universe,in terms of intrinsic luminosity,belongs to the luminous blue

variable star Eta Carinae. Situated approximately 7,500 light-years from Earth,in the constellation Carina,Eta

Carinae outshines our own sun millions of times over.

The Sun is the only star in our solar system. It is the center of our solar system, and its gravity holds the solar

system together. Everything in our solar system revolves around it - the planets, asteroids, comets, and tiny

bits of space ...

The radius of this star is up to 1200 times than of our sun. That means if Betelgeuse was placed where our sun

is now, it would eat Jupiter. If you think Betelgeuse is large, it does not even compare to the largest star we
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have located. The largest star we have identified is UY Scuti, which was found in 2012.

VY Canis Majoris (abbreviated to VY CMa) is an extreme oxygen-rich red hypergiant or red supergiant

(O-rich RHG or RSG) and pulsating variable star 1.2 kiloparsecs (3,900 light-years) from the Solar System in

the slightly southern constellation of Canis Major  is one of the largest known stars, one of the most luminous

and massive red supergiants, and one of the most ...

From largest to smallest they are: Universe, galaxy, solar system, star, planet, moon and asteroid. Let''s

describe them from smallest to largest. In fact the size order is not exact as there are exceptions. An asteroid is

a rocky body which lies in the asteroid belt between Mars and Jupiter. They are typically quite small object.

This is destroyed early on in a star''s life so the more lithium it has, the younger it is. TYC 9486-927-1 has

stronger signatures of lithium than a group of 45 million year old stars (the Tucana Horologium Association)

but weaker signatures than a group of 10-million-year-old stars, implying an age between the two.

The biggest of these stars, sometimes called hypergiants, can swell to more than 1,000 times the size of the

Sun.
