How big is Jupiter compared to Earth?

Jupiter is the largest planet in the solar system. It's about 11 times widerthan Earth with an equatorial diameter

of 88,846 miles (about 142,984 kilometers). Jupiter is the fifth planet from the Sun,orbiting at an average

distance of 483.7 million miles (778 million kilometers). It's about five times farther from the Sun than Earth.

 

Why is Jupiter the biggest planet?

Jupiter,being the biggest planet,gets its name from the king of the ancient Roman gods. Jupiter's environment

is probably not conducive to life as we know it. The temperatures,pressures,and materials that characterize this

planet are most likely too extreme and volatile for organisms to adapt to.

 

Which planet has the shortest day in the Solar System?

Jupiterhas the shortest day in the solar system. One day on Jupiter takes only about 10 hours (the time it takes

for Jupiter to rotate or spin around once),and Jupiter makes a complete orbit around the Sun (a year in Jovian

time) in about 12 Earth years (4,333 Earth days).
